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For many of us, our first interaction with the 
world each morning is to tune into the news, 
whether by radio, TV or on-line. Sadly, some 
mornings it is so dreary or even appalling that 
our first reaction can be to want to go back to 
bed and cancel the rest of the day. 
 

As January 2010 begins, much of the news coming in from around the world is 
bad. The war drags on in Afghanistan; politicians continue to argue, an election 
is looming, the economy is struggling. There doesn’t seem to be a lot of good 
news about! 
 
Perhaps, though, there is a different way of thinking about good news. Nowhere 
in the Bible did Jesus say that we should be looking to political leaders and our 
society for good news.  Instead, he put the responsibility for bringing hope to 
people firmly on US, in the living of  our everyday lives. 
 
‘For I was hungry, and you fed me. I was thirsty, and you gave me a drink. I 
was a stranger, and you invited me into your home. I was naked, and you gave 
me clothing. I was sick, and  you cared for me. I was in prison, and you visited 
me.’ (Matthew 25:35-36 NLT) 
 
What a challenge! Jesus put the responsibility on US to BE good news to other 
people, and  to show his compassion in the ordinary actions and relationships of 
life. Sure he expects some of us to be involved in impacting the ‘big issues’ of 
society and government. But for most of us, our challenge is more straightfor-
ward, more immediate.. 
 



So today, ask yourself: ‘The world may be a mess, but for whom can I be 
good news today?  Who will have cause to be thankful today, whose life will 
be a bit brighter, who will be given fresh hope because of something I have 
done in the name of Jesus?’ 
 
Bringing good news to someone today.... that is the responsibility of each one 
of us.

 All in all, researchers warn: don’t be surprised if you return to work feeling fragile.

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Those New Year resolutions 
 
Some New Year Resolutions can be bad for you. Mind, the mental health char-
ity, has warned that New Year resolutions based on our insecurities - such as 
being overweight, feeling unhappy, or not living up to our family’s expecta-
tions – can be doomed to failure. We can end up feeling worse than 
when we started. 
 
Instead, here are three New Year Resolutions which will do you good: First, 
get more active. Even gentle exercise releases endorphins, which will lift your 
mood. Second, visit somewhere green: being in the countryside also promotes 
well-being. Thirdly, join a group with the aim of giving, notreceiving. It seems 
that helping out in your community or church can help you as much as it does 
them. 
 
New year, new job? 

 
Starting a new job can be more stress-
ful than visiting the dentist, more 
scary than going on a first date, and 
more nerve-racking even than taking 
an important exam. 
 
A study by Office Angels has found 
that the first week is a minefield. 
Three quarters of us commit a gaffe: 
anything from being late, to arriving in 
the wrong sort of clothes, to mixing up 
colleagues’ names, to mistaking a sen-
ior colleague for a junior one. Some of 
us even manage to get totally lost in 
the new office. 

 
Office Angels advises that when you begin a new job remember the SMILE 
code of conduct:- 

Smile at your colleagues, even if you are nervous. It will make you at least 
appear friendly. 

Make an effort to learn the names and roles of your colleagues. 

I f in doubt, ask. They don’t know that you don’t know, so tell them. 

L isten: employers notice when you show an interest. 

Enthusiasm is crucial – show you want to be there and want to do a good job. 
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How to survive the January sales 
 
Before you venture into the jungle of the January sales, remember these 10 command-
ments for safe sales shopping: 
 
1. Make a list of what you need. Do a wardrobe ‘detox’ before you go. Most women 
have a ‘safe’ staple item they continually feel impelled to buy: from jeans to black 
jumpers or whatever. But if your wardrobe is stuffed with these, now is the time to 
fills in some gaps in your wardrobe. Also, get rid of anything that makes you feel drab 
or which doesn’t fit. 
 
2. Don’t over-spend. Set your budget and stick to it. Don’t get the idea that there is a 
famine of clothes coming, and that you have to stock up now for years to come. And 
especially don’t buy anything just because it is cheap. If you won’t wear it, what is the 
point?

He’ll only rush you into buying things you just want to try on; he’ll need con-
stant coffee breaks, get sore feet, look miserable, get in other people’s way….you’ll 
be far better off without him. 
 
4. Be honest. Pay attention to fit and how it makes you feel – and look! An honest 
girlfriend with taste is an invaluable companion at times like this. 
 
5. Wear good underwear and uncomplicated clothes…and bring high heels if trying 
on posh frocks. You’ll need to be able to dress and undress quickly. 
 
6. Think in outfits. Before you buy anything, consider what you will wear it with once 
you’ve got it home. Take a list of neutral co-ordinates that you have already at home, 
or hunt for some of those right now. 
 
7. Stock up on the basics. White T-shirts, vests and camisoles are always useful. Well-
fitting jeans and smart/casual jackets are always ‘in’. 
 
8. Try new things. In each shop, take a few minutes to try that ‘wild card’ item – 
something you wouldn’t usually wear.

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World Leprosy Day 31 January 
 
‘Praise the LORD, O my soul ... who forgives all your sins and heals all your 
diseases, who redeems your life from the pit and crowns you with love and 
compassion.’ Psalm 103:2-4 
 
World Leprosy Day is celebrated around the world on the last Sunday of Janu-
ary (31st this year.) Its aims are to encourage people to pray for those affected 
by leprosy and to raise awareness about the disease. 
 
This year for World Leprosy Day, The Leprosy Mission is focusing on leprosy 
in Nepal and money raised will be going to The Leprosy Mission’s Anandaban 
hospital in Kathmandu. 
 
This is the largest leprosy hospital in the country and provides medical care and 
counselling. It also provides education support, housing support and small busi-
ness loans through its community rehabilitation projects. 
Leprosy still affects millions of people around the world – there were over 
4,700 new cases diagnosed in Nepal alone in 2008.  
 
There is a cure for leprosy, a course of drugs called multidrug therapy. How-
ever, unless the disease is treated in the very early stages, it can cause perma-
nent nerve damage and eventually deformities and disabilities will develop. It 
can also cause intense social exclusion.

The Archbishop of Canterbury has been promoting the benefits of 
‘microfinance’ for the poor, through the work of the charity, Five Talents.

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What future for our minds? 
 
The number of people suffering from dementia is now set to double every 20 
years, researchers predict. Experts say that there will be about 35 million peo-
ple suffering from diseases like Alzheimer’s this year (in 2010), about 65.7 
million in 2030 and 115.4 million in 2050. At present, about 700,000 in Britain 
have a form of dementia. 
 
The simple fact that people are living longer is of course a major factor in this 
change, says the World Alzheimer’s Report 2009. Marc Wortmann, of Alz-
heimer’s Disease International (ADI) says: “Unchecked, Alzheimer’s will im-
pose enormous burdens on individuals, families, health care infrastructures and 
the global economy.” 
 
Would you be friends with a lonely older person? 
 
The dark winter months can be a lonely time for many. Counsel and Care, the 
national charity working with older people, their families and carers to get the 
best care and support, is promoting befriending for older people through a new 
project called VitalLinks. 
 
One to one support in the form of regular home visits or telephone befriending 
helps to reduce loneliness. It can also build confidence and resilience for the 
volunteer visitors and the people that they are matched with. VitalLinks aims 
to make befriending more widely known and the people doing it easier to lo-
cate by creating an online directory of befriending schemes in England and 
Wales. 
 
At the same time, anyone who is involved in offering befriending, however 
informally, can join the network and share ideas and resources with others. 
Some schemes are entirely volunteer-led through a committee of volunteers 
from neighbouring churches for example. The committee shares responsibility 
for administration, looks out for people in need and recruits volunteer visitors.

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Real comfort on a plate 
 
Here’s a question every mum has asked herself at sometime or other: what 
is the most comforting food to feed your child when they are feeling a bit 
desolate?  
 
Chicken soup or chocolate cake?  
Cottage pie or ice cream? 
 
Now the neuropsychologists have become curious as well, and so scientists 
at the University of Sussex calculated a formula to measure foods on a 
‘Comfort Indeed.’  
 
After exhaustive research they came up with two top results: baked beans 
on toast or macaroni cheese.  
 
Presumably they work on adults, too. 
 
Does work harm motherhood? 
 
Mothers who go to work do NOT harm their children’s health or behaviour. 
That is the conclusion of a recent intensive study which found that a stable 
home environment makes a much bigger impact on a child’s development 
than whether or not the mother goes out to work. 
 
The research was carried out by the Institute of Education in London, who 
studied 17,000 children over a period of time. It disagrees with a study pub-
lished by the Institute of Child Health, which suggested that a child with a 
working mother would get less exercise and watch more TV. 
 
Thieves about! 
 
If you’ve been given it for Christmas or just bought it in the sales, be careful, don’t 
lose it now! 
 
Burglaries, robberies and theft offences have all risen in recent months, 
amid increasing concerns that the recession is driving up crime. More than 
730 houses are now broken into every day in England Wales, while bicycle 
thefts rose by more than a fifth, according to recent official figures. 
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Epiphany - the light has come! 
 
At the start of a new year we celebrate the 
coming of light into our world. Epiphany as-
serts that Jesus came as the light foretold by 
Isaiah: ‘Arise, shine, for your light has come, 
and the glory of the Lord rises upon you’ (1). 
However, the prophet also reminds God’s 
people that they are to be ‘light for the Gen-
tiles’ (42:6; 49:6). How can we shine in 
2010? 
 
Shine With God’s Love 
 
‘I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we 
are one: I in them and you in me. May they be brought to complete unity to 
let the world know that you sent me.’ (John 17:22-23). 
How can God’s love shine through the practical love demonstrated in our 
community life as Christians? 
 
Shine With God’s Word 
 
‘Do everything without complaining or arguing, so that you may become 
blameless and pure, children of God without fault in a crooked and depraved 
generation, in which you shine like stars in the universe as you hold out the 
word of life.’ (Phil. 2:14-16). 
How can we make God real by holding fast to the Scriptures (both hearing 
and doing the Word) in our daily discipleship? 
 
Shine With Good Works 
 
‘You are the light of the world. A city on a hill cannot be hidden. Neither do 
people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead they put it on its stand, 
and it gives light to everyone in the house. In the same way, let your light 
shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father 
in heaven.’ (Matt 5:14-16). 
How can we be a real influence for Christ in the places where we live and 
work in the coming year?

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Vicar’s Letter 
 
 
 
Dear Friends 
 
As we celebrate the story of the Epiphany, the revelation of Jesus to the 
whole world, we hear the story of the magi, visitors from afar who brought 
expensive and significant gifts for Jesus. 
 
Now, of course, we’ve heard about these magi – their gifts of gold, frankin-
cense and myrrh are recorded in Matthew’s gospel. But legend has it that 
there was a fourth wise man, Artaban, who travelled from Persia to meet 
the others carrying with him his gift for the new King - three precious jew-
els - a sapphire, a ruby and a pearl. 
 
On his way Artaban met an old Jew by the roadside, who was almost dying 
from fever. He decided to stay with the sick man until he was well and so 
he missed the other three wise men who completed their journey and had 
given their gifts to Jesus. 
 
The Jew told Artaban that the prophets said that the King would be born in 
Bethlehem. To make such a journey it was necessary to form a caravan and 
buy expensive supplies and equipment. So Artaban sold his costly sapphire 
to raise money and he set out for Bethlehem. 
 
When he arrived in Bethlehem and made enquiries he was told that the 
other wise men had left 3 days before. A young mother told him that the 
family he was seeking had gone home long ago.  
 
But now Bethlehem was in fear of King Herod who had ordered his sol-
diers to kill all the boys under 2 years old. While Artaban was in Bethle-
hem, the soldiers arrived with their orders. The young mother was very 
frightened for her son and when the captain of the soldiers ordered the 
child to be killed, Artaban gave his ruby to the soldiers to save the boy. 
 
By the time Artaban found Joseph’s home, he and Mary had fled; Artaban 
had missed Jesus again. Artaban only had the pearl left, but he sought for 
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the King for many years, determined to find him and pay his homage. 
 
Finally, after over 30 years of searching, he came to Jerusalem at the 
time of the Passover. The city was buzzing with talk about the man 
named Jesus who claimed to be the son of God and who was to be cru-
cified. Artaban wondered whether he could use his last jewel to save 
the life of this man, Jesus. But as he hurried through the streets of the 
city Artaban came across a young girl who was crying. She told Arta-
ban she was crying because she was going to be sold into slavery to 
pay her father’s debts. Artaban could not pass by and leave the girl 
crying so he gave her the pearl, the last of his jewels. At that moment 
the sky turned black and the city was rocked by an earthquake and, 
there, just outside the city, Artaban saw the horrific sight of execution 
and a mother weeping at the foot of one of the crosses. 
 
So Artaban didn’t get to worship his King and give his precious gifts 
to Jesus; they had all been sold, or given away. And yet ……..

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We are looking forward to welcoming you to 
our Christingle Service at 4.00 pm on Sunday 
10th January. It is a magical time for all the fam-
ily when we light candles and celebrate the 
coming of Jesus into this world. Our special fo-
cus this year will be the coming of the magi to 
bring their gifts to Jesus, but what is Christingle 
all about? 

The word Christingle means the Christ-light. And the tradition of Christingle 
goes back over 150 years. It began in 1747, when a pastor of a church in 
Germany, John de Watteville, wanted to help his congregation understand 
God’s love for the world. And so he came up with the Christingle. It became 
popular in Germany and soon other churches in other countries began to use 
it.  

Today the Christingle has been adopted by The Children’s Society as a way 
of reminding churches of their responsibility before God for the well-being 
of our nation’s children.  

The Christingle is an orange which has a red ribbon around it. Also mounted in the 
orange are four cocktail sticks, each carrying some fruits / sweets.  

The orange represents the world, and the fruits remind us of all the good gifts that 
God has given us in Creation that we enjoy every day. Think of all things that you 
enjoy in this beautiful world of ours – God has given these things to us because He 
loves us.  

The candle stands for Jesus, the Light of the World. God sent him into the world to 
light our way back to God.  

So – we have the world, the gifts of creation, and the light of Christ to show us the 
truth.  

But there is one more thing to notice about the Christingle – the red ribbon.  

It stands for the blood of Christ. He came into the world not just to visit us, but for a 
purpose: to die in order to take the pain and the sin of the world upon himself.  

This means that when you do something wrong to someone, and you feel bad about 
it, you can go to God and know that you are forgiven.  

So – the orange, the sweets, the candle and the red ribbon; a Christingle to remind
